The work to win the prize for Absolute DigiFestival.Net Total Art Festival Winner will be
given by Audience Rating.

Prizes given by the DigiFestival.Net Festival could be in cash, other prizes will be given in by
sponsors in equipment.

The jury will be formed by members of the designed discipline together with the
DigiFestival.Net Editors.
